Public notice is hereby given of the application submitted by the Institute of Contemporary Art (ICA) to construct and maintain a museum at the Fan Pier site on Old Northern Avenue.  This application is being submitted pursuant to the Consolidated Written Determination (CWD) issued by the Department on June 28, 2002 for the redevelopment of Fan Pier, including the ICA, and is subject to the special procedures contained in the CWD.

The public will have an opportunity to ask questions and offer comments at the meeting.
