The Town of Wilmington, Massachusetts, has submitted the Plan to manage sewer cleaning residuals at the Town’s Main Street septage receiving station located off Main Street, Wilmington, Massachusetts.  The Plan includes a description of temporary staging, characterization, transport and disposal of residuals from pipes and manholes of the municipal sewer system.  Residuals from the sewer system will be temporarily staged for up to 30 days pending analysis and profiling of the waste stream and acceptance by a landfill for disposal.
