Hubline Pipeline Project

Water Quality Certification

The Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection (MDEP) is currently reviewing an application filed by the Algonquin Gas Transmission Company for a section 401 Water Quality Certification (WQC) to construct the Hubline Pipeline Project which consists of the installation of an approximately 29-mile submarine natural gas pipeline proposed to cross Massachusetts Bay from Beverly Harbor to Weymouth Fore River.


As part of this review, MDEP in cooperation with a working group of federal and state regulatory and resource agencies have been working with the project proponent to resolve a series of issue that have arisen during review of the Final Environmental Impact Report.  As part of these discussion, the proponent has prepared a series of technical reports which provide supplemental documentation/information relative to the following issues: 

· HubLine Dredging Analysis and Sediment Handling Plan
· HubLine Proposed Construction Work Windows
· Comprehensive Marine Environmental Monitoring Plan Sections:
· Construction Water Quality Monitoring Plan
· Pre-and Post-construction Habitat Monitoring Plan
· Monitoring Plan for Offshore Blasting Activities.
Final drafts of these reports have recently been provided to MDEP for its use in drafting the WQC for this project.  MDEP and the proponent have agreed that it would be appropriate to allow the public and interested groups/organizations to review and provide comments to MDEP on these reports to assist MDEP in its final drafting of the WQC for this project.  By issuance of this Public Notice of Availability MDEP is seeking comments on the above documents.
