The Department of Environmental Protection will accept written comments on the Water Management Act application filed for permitting in the Islands Watershed.  The permit requested will authorize water withdrawals through February 28, 2011, under the Water Management Act (WMA) (M.G.L. c. 21G).  Comments should be submitted by September 23, 2002, to the Department of Environmental Protection, Southeast Regional Office, 20 Riverside Drive, Lakeville, Massachusetts  02347, Attention:  Jack Hamm.

The Miacomet Golf Course has applied for a WMA permit to withdraw 0.118 million gallons per day (MGD) on an average daily basis over a 210 day season.  The course irrigation source consists of one well located on the Course at West Miacomet Road on Nantucket Island:  Irrigation Well #1 at Latitude 41 o 15’27”and Longitude 70 o 07’41”.  This well has been in use since 1999 to service a 9 hole course;  however, a planned expansion of the course to 18 holes creates the need for a WMA permit.  The well is within an area listed as a Priority Habitat of Rare Species, and just outside an area listed as an Estimated Habitat of Rare Wildlife by the 2000-2001 Edition of the Massachusetts Natural Heritage Atlas (Nantucket Quad).
