Pursuant to 310 CMR 7.00: Appendix C(6)(f), MassDEP at its o m  initiative is holding this public 
hearing. The United States Environmental Ptutccrion Agency as stated in its final rule adopted the Phase 11 Acid Rain Pcogrampromulgated a1 
40 CFK I'art 72 and in i rs  final vule aplllovcd MassUEl"s Opelating I'ermit Program (Federal Registel Vol  61, No. 95 Wednesday May 15, 
1996). 

The Dratl Phase I1 Acld Rain Permit was issucd in accordance with 310 CMR 7.00: Appendix C(3)(n) on October 21,2008. The Phase 11 Acid 
Ram rcquircments will be issucd and subscqucntly inearporalcd lnto lhc facility's Operating Permit, and renewed with the facilily's Operating 
Perm11 The purpose of the Pharc I1 Acid Rain Permit is to delail the allocation of aultuc dioxide emission allowances per affected unit at the 
facility. The Drat1 Operating Permit was issued in accordance with 310 CMR 7.00: Appendix C(6) an September 30,2008. The purpose of the 
Dperatlng Permit is to cadlQ all 01' the facil~ty's applicable air quality requirements under the state and federal Clean Air Act, including 
monitoring, record keeping rcqurcmcnts and cmission limitalians, into a renewable Operating Permit.
