The Massachusetts Highway Department is proposing removal of the Belden G. Bly Bridge in the City of Lym 
and the Town of Saugus and const~ucting a temporary replacement bridge. Contact Kathryn Glenn. 978-281-3972. 

The National Marine Fisheries Service is proposing to list right whales found in the North Atlantic and North 
Pacific Ocean separately as endangered species under the Endangered Species Act (ESA). Currently the North 
Atlantic and North Pacific right whale species are listed as a single species under the ESA. Recent genetic ev~dence 
indicates that the genetic distinctiveness between the two supports reclassification as two separate species. The 
proposed action nlay affect coastal uses including those related to the enhancement of the Massachusetts' renewable 
marine resources through both statutory and regulatory requirements to minimize impacts of various activities on 
the continued existence of the North Atlantic right whales. The affected coastal uses potentially include, but are not 
limited to, commercial and recreational fisheries, shipping, placement of off-shore marine facilities including those 
related to energy transfer and product~on, nurine aquaculture, commercial and recreational vessels engaged in whale 
watching activities, high speed ferries, discharge of treated municipal outfall and sewage. Contact Joe Pelczarski
