PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The Freezer Point Maintenance Dredging and Marina Development within Barnstable Harbor and
Maraspin Creck (the Project) involves dredging ol 10,000 cubic yards of material from the
western portion ol Barnstable Harbor north to the limit of Sandy Neck Barrier Beach Area of
Critical Environmental Concern (ACEC) with dredge material disposal (o be used as {ill on
Freezer Point andl Lo create a coastal dune scape 1o enhance wildlile habitat, a portion of which is
in the ACEC. The entire site is classilied as man-altered deposits (Udipsamments) or in this case
dredge spoil deposits in the Barnstable County Soil Classilication Survey.

The Freezer Point redevelopment project involves the creation of a 50-slip marina and
maintenance dredging within Barnstable Harbor. A total of approximately 10,000 cubic yards
(cyds) of dredge material is proposed to be dredged to an average depth of -5 Mean Low Waler
(MLW) within the harbor west ol the existing navigation channe! and north o the limit of the
Sandy Neck Barrier Beach (ACEC). No dredging will be done within the ACEC.

In order Lo provide space [or the 50-slip marina, the existing Freezer Whar[ with piles will be
removed and the rough stone riprap stabilizing the upland aiong the MHW line rebuilt and
reinforced with vertical sheel pile at its toe and backlilled. No vertical bulkhead is proposed
within the ACEC. The existing revetment is licensed by Waterways Chapter 91 License # 11070
and DEP Jurisdictional Determination (JD 97-001), which verily the historic MHW line at the
Locus. Dredging will be by crane with dragline bucket or clamshell dredge with scow and tug.
Disposal of dredge material will be onsite, which is consistent with past dredge spoil disposal

activities on site.

Dewalering or sellling basins will be constructed west of the existing wharl, which will have been
removed along with a portion of the concrete slab, which [ormed the {oundation {or ihe [reezer.
This area will serve as a section ol the dewatering basin. The excavated material will be used to
create the lateral and internal collerdams, which will allow sand to precipilate out of the water
column. Water would then pass out to a third settling basin reinforced with revetment stone
excavaled from the harbor before passing back into the harbor at the location of the old marine
railroacl, which will serve as the [inal containment section closed off with silt booms.

After dewalering the material will be used to [ill in the excavations, grade the site on a 10:1 slope
to the 35 loot buller 1o the coastal bank and within the area of historic MHW. Approximately
7,500 cyds is allotted to this task with the remaining 2,500 cyds to be placed within the ACEC to
create a coastal dune scape in the interest ol enhancing wildlife habitat over 15,000 square leet.
Invasives will be removed, the area cleaned ol marine debris, the area graded and planted o a
dune scape. Any silts not used onsite will be disposed on at 2 Massachusetts Licensed Landlill or

benelicial use delerminalion site.

Massachusells DEF Walerways regulations 310 CMR 9.00 (9.40(1)(B)) regulate the placement of
beach nourishment and dune stabilization with vegelative cover along with enhancement ol
fishing and wildlife resources as permitted activities in an ACEC. Under the regulations
governing the issue of Water Quality Certifications (310 CMR 9.07(1)(1)) control ol nuisance
vegetation, in this case Phragmites, to improve wildlile habital is also an authorized activity
regulated by the Department through the issue of a Shoreline Placement and Upland Maierial

Disposal Permit (UMDP).

Alter completion of the dredging project the existing concrete foundation, slab, concrete and
bricks will be pulverized and mixed with the dredge malerial and used as fill on site 1o support
parking eoinciclental to the proposed marina operations, which will include a 1,200 square [oot
two story Nanwuckel style waler dependent retail marine supply store, boal lilt and gas dock,

Mosl of these activities are seaward of the historic MHW line and partially within the lootprint of
the existing wooden framed warehouse 1o be removed, (DEP JD- 97-001). Landward ol the
historic MHW line will be parking for up Lo 88 vehicles, parking will be primarily within the
footprint of existing parking. Access will be from Freezer Road.

Barnstable Harbor and Maraspin Creek have been previously dredged on numerous occasions
and are currently scheculed to be maintenance dredged by the Town of Barnstable in late 2008
and or early 2009 (EOEA 13408) with beach nourishment at Blish Point {10,000 cyds). In 2005,
the Town of Barnstable maintenance dredged 5,000 cyds out of the outer channel with beach
nourishment on Millway Beach in Barnstable. Previously the Town had maintenance dredged
15,000 cyds [rom Maraspin Creek with local beach nourishment (1990), EOEA #8377). Borings
conducted previously at Freczer Point coupled with laboratory analysis identify pricr dreclge spoil
disposal on the point [rom earlier dredging events.

In addition o the continuous maintenance dredging, numerous other licenses have been issued
to Marine Services Operations located in Barnstable Harbor. A sampling ol these would include:
*  Walerways License #7064 — Barnslable Marine Services Inc. [or stone revetment [loats,
piles, and clredging with an earlier License #3957.
*  Walerways License #9437, # 23068, and #3957 — Barnstable Marine Services Inc, lor
public access, {inger piers, piles, and [loats.
¢ Waterways License # 11070 — maintain easement, maintain existing stone revetment and
wharf with the removal ol the existing [reezer and marine railroad issued to Stuart

Bomstein.

PROJECT SUMMARY
1. Approximately 10,000 cyds of sand, stone, and marine debris coincidental with previous
Freezer Marine operations will be maintenance dredged 1o =5 MLW [rom the western
portion ol Barnstable Harbor and Maraspin Creek. Alter dewatering the dredge spoil will
be used as [ill to regrade the site, [ill behind the eroded bulkhead, and to create public
access. Within the ACEC 2500 cubic yards ol dredge material will be used o create a
dune scape to enhance wildlile habitat.

2. Prior 1o final disposal the dredge spoils will be screened to remove marine debris and Lhe
dredge spoil stockpiled for shoreline placement and upland material use. The area
within the ACEC proposed for the creation of wildlile habitat enhancement will he
cleaned of commercial marine debris and the invasive species removed prior Lo the
creation of the dune scape. The dune scape will vary between elevation 13 and 18 and
will be vegelaled with dune species indigenous to the Sandy Neck Barrier Beach ACEC.

3. Upon completion of dredging, dredge spoils will be reused to backfill the vertical sheet
pile bulkhead installation up to elevation 12-feet and the rough stone revetment rebuilt
to elevation 14-feet complete with a level top to provide public access.

4. Once the bulkhead, revetment, and public access are complete, [inal grading, relocation
ol ulilities, parking, and access ways will be constructed to allow for the completion lor
the marina, gas dock, and marine supply slore with public rest rooms for use by marina
patrons. All of these structures are water dependent.

5. All debris and unusable malerial will be disposed of at either a Licensed Waste Disposal
Facility or at Beneficial Use Delermination Sites.
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
