a) The Rexhame area of Marshfield experiences drainage problems and flooding in and along ain open drainage
channel that runs southerly from Rexhame Road to Ocean Street between Surf Avenue and Country Way. Periodic
flooding occurs due to the channel’s low elevation, downstream drainage conditions in Bass Creek and lack of
culvert capacity at roadways that cross the channel. The channel has an extremely irregular, flat slope and the bottom
of the channel is below mean sea level and the groundwater table. Because the channel has such a flat gradient and is
vcastantiy full of water, the water becomes stagnant during dry weather: Also the Lottom of the channel is unstable
sach that it presents 2 safety concern for childreit i the area. This project has been iniuated by the Marshfieid
Department of Public Works (DPW) to restore the channel to a safe and healthy condition and improve drainage
conditions. a

b) Previous attempts have been made by the Town to clean the channel in order to make it drain. However, the
underlying soils within the channel are unstable in some locations such that working in the channel is not safe or
practical. In addition, the unstable channel bottom presenis a safety issue for young children in the area. Previous
recommendations presented by Coler & Colantonio, Inc. to sheet, dredge and replace the existing channel bottom
{and culverts) were deemed to be unviable by the Town from a cost and permitting standpoint.

The no-build alternative will disallow the proposed stream restoration project’s goals to:
¢ Provide a uniform and stable channel bottom
* Reinforce banks to prevent settling, erosion and loss of vegetation
* Improve aerobic condition of channel by creating better drainage
» Improve function and values of existing stream
s Reduce {looding impacts in Rexhame Area neighborhood

¢} The re-constructed channel will promote the flow of stormwater, thereby reducing the extent of stagnam water of
low habitat value. The stabilization and planting of the Bank and Bordering Vepetated Wetland will also restore
wetland functions and values to the drainage system. In addition to specific permit requirements developed by the
Marshfield Conservation Commission the following restrictions are proposed:

1. Absolutely no release of any petroleum products or hydraulic fluid is allowed in the work arca. The
contractor will have sufficient sorbent pads on — site o contain any accidental spill. No refueling of the
construction equipment will be allowed within the limits excavation and re-grading.

2. Excavated malcrial and slash from the trimming of vegetation and removal from the channel will be
properly disposed of away from the site.



3. Soil stabilization with hay mulch and soil roughening shall be performed immediately after soils are
disturbed. Soil stabilization measures will be maintained until the vegetation is established.

4. Siliation fence and/or staked hay bales will be properly installed at the downstream end of each channel to
capture sediment in the event of a rainfall event occurring while re-grading is underway and soils are
suseeptible to erosion.

5. Discharge from the de-watering pumps shall be directed into energy dissipating deviees in order to allow for
settling of suspended particles and to reduce scouring of the receiving channel.
