The Town of Marshfield (Town) proposes lo implement a dredging program at the Town Pier Facility within the
inner harbor of Green Harbor located in Marshfield, MA. The project is required to address shoaling and to
improve navigation and safety for both the recreational and commercial users of the Town Pier Facility. At this
time, it is anticipated that the proposed project may be conducted as part of a piggyback effort to the upcoming
federal maintenance dredging of the inner harbor anchorage area which is anticipated to be conducted by the U.S.
Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) in the Fall 2009-Winter 2010. Piggybacking offers both economic and
environmental benefits in that all dredging will be conducted during one construction season with one Contractor
rather than multiple operations during several dredging seasons. As such, environmental impacts are minimized as
well as costs since the work will require one mobilization to the project area. Should a piggybacking effort to the
federal project not occur, then the Town would like to have the capability of performing dredging as a local,
municipal project. All dredging will be conducted by mechanical means, with unconfined offshore disposal of
sediments at the Massachusetts Bay Disposal Site (MBDS).

The proposed work will consist of dredging the existing boat basin at the Town Pier which extends along the
east face of the North and South Piers and extends seaward to the limits of the 6-foot deep federal anchorage
area. Approximately +4,500 cubic yards (CY) of material will be removed from an area of 34,879 square feet
(SF), including typical side slopes 3H:1V and a 1-foot allowable overdredge.

Alternatives include the “no-dredge” alternative, dredging to Elevation -6.0 MLLW and Elevation -3.0 MLLW,
and dredging only to Elevation -6.0 MLLW. Disposal alternatives include upland disposal, beach nourishment,
nearshore disposal and unconfined offshore disposal at MBDS. Mitigation measures include “piggybacking”
with the USACE Federal Inner Harbor project, as well as the inclusion of a Time of Year restriction to avoid
adverse impacts to marine fisheries.
