The project consists of water withdrawal permitting of 0.27 MGD of water associated with the 
construction of 24.7 acres of new cranberry bogs and 5 acres of existing cranberry bogs. An Environmental 
Notification Form (ENF) is required to be filed with the Executive Office of Environmental Affairs for 
water withdrawals that exceed the threshold volume of 1000,000 G.P.D. per 310 CMR 36.19 (7) and 301 
CMR 11.03(4)(b)l. 

Oiva Hannula & Sons consists of 155.84 acres of existing cranberry bogs in production within the 
Buzzards Bay Watershed Basin. The proponent is proposing to construct 24.7 acres of new cranberry bog. 
All water withdrawals originate at a surface water reservoirs/tailwater recovery ponds owned and operated 
and maintained by the proponent. Per Massachusetts D.E.P. Water Management Program, the proponent is 
required to register the unpermitted water withdrawal volumes that exceed the threshold quantities. 

Also, as part of the construction of new cranberry bogs at Washburn Bog off Rochester Road in 
Carver, 36,844 square feet of isolated wetland will be altered. This triggers an ENF pursuant to 301 CMR 
11.03(3)@)l.d.
