The project consists of obtaining a Water Management Act withdrawal permit for an existing 12.7+/- acre
cranberry bog with the application to include a potential future expansion of 7.3+/- acres. The existing
withdrawal volume is 0.11 mgd with the potential future expansion increasing the total to 0.18 mgd. The site is
required to file an Environmental Notification Form (ENF), 301 CMR 11.03(4)(b) 1, as part of the permitting
process to file for a water withdrawal permit.

All withdrawals originate from an existing on site surface water reservoir, The hogs are irrigated with a
sprinkler system. |Irrigation water is reccvered to the reservoir for reuse through dikes, culverts, and flumes
and pump station located throughout the bog compiex. The potential future bog expansion would be located in
an upiand area and would require approval from the Plympton Conservation Commission for presumed work
in the buffer zone prior to commencing any construction activities. The new bog would utilize the same on-site

reservoir and type of irrigation/water reuse system and would not require construction of any new withdrawal
points.
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
