Bureau of Waste Site Cleanup (BWSC) Massachusetts Contingency Plan (MCP) comprehensive remedial
action involving the removal and off-site disposal of oil and hazardous material (OHM) impacted sediment.
The impacted sediment will be removed from a former settling lagoon and a portion of a small stream
(Beaverdam Brook) located at a former GM assembly plant. The Site and sediment information and data
were comprehensively investigated as part of the MCP Phase II Comprehensive Site Assessments (CSAs)
completed. The Phase I1 CSA Human Health and Ecological Risk Assessments determined that there was
No Significant Risk to human receptors but the concentration of OHM in sediment in the lagoon and a

portion of the Brook could not be ruled out as not having a Significant Risk to ecological/environmental
receptors.

Alternatives evaluated in detail as part of the MCP Phase I11 Remedial Action Plan included on and off-site
treatment, consolidation and on-site disposal/long-term management, and removal and off-site disposal at
permitted disposal facilities. As part of the alternatives analysis and preparation for the Phase IVRIP a
variety of surface water, wetland, and riverbank protection and restoration measures were evaluated. The
project includes: temporary water diversion; wetlands and riverbank protection measures; soil erosion and
sediment migration controls; removal, stabilization, transportation and off-site disposal of approximately
4,800 cubic yards of sediment; treatment and on-site discharge or off-site treatment of approximately 3.1
million gallons of potentially impacted surface water; and Site restoration.
