The DCR is proposing to rehabilitate one of its important coastal reservations: Nahant Beach
Reservation. Nahant Beach reservation is located primarily in the Town of Nahant, but portions of the
north end of the reservation are located within the City of Lynn. Improvements to the roadway serving
the reservation and the Town of Nahant (including its drainage system), changes to the reservation
entrance and exit, a reconfiguration of the main parking lot, and improvements in beach access from
the main parking lot are some of the important elements of the work being proposed. Additionally,
rehabilitation of the Public Access Board (PAB) boat launch ramp located within the reservation will
be completed. The reconstruction of the existing stone revetment (riprap) along much of the Lynn
Harbor side of the roadway will be undertaken. To address the issue of wave overtopping and its
impact upon the ability of the public to drive to and from Nahant during storm events, new stone

revetment is being proposed along the face of existing seawalls to reduce wave overtopping and
improve public safety.
