The Fitzgerald Shipyard is located at 1 Winnisimmet Street in Chelsea, Massachusetts on
Chelsea Creek (see Figure 1, USGS Map). The site is 9.6 acres in size, consisting of 4.8 acres
of land and 4.8 acres of watersheet. The site contains two marine railways, five timber piers,
timber wharves and bulkheads running along the shoreline and two barges, as well as
associated buildings (see Figure 2, Existing Conditions Plan). The project proponent,
Yankee Marine Real Estate Trust, proposes to undertake a series of repairs to improve the
function of the Shipyard for continued water-dependent industrial use. The project will
involve rebuilding a marine railway, removing dilapidated wharf sections and piles,
reconstructing seawall sections, rebuilding piers and maintaining existing piers (see Figure
3, Proposed Conditions Plan). All of the proposed work is within the footprint of previously
existing structures authorized by the U.S. Navy and is within Chapter 91 Jurisdiction. Most
of the proposed work is within the Designated Port Area boundary, which encompasses a
portion of the project site.

The proposed work at the project site includes a series of improvements along the
shoreline in order to make the Shipyard more efficient for ongoing water-dependent uses.
At PIER 1 work includes removing a pile of debris from the pier, repairing two sections
of concrete seawall and maintaining the existing pier for temporary berthing. Work at
the EAST MARINE RAILWAY involves maintaining the dry dock and piles in the water for
future use as marine railway. Work at PIER 2 includes repairing and maintaining the
pier along its existing limits, maintaining the existing timber wharf and floats for active
water-dependent use and maintaining a spud-mounted barge for berthing. Work at PIER
3 involves reconstructing two sections of the pier, rebuilding the pier to a width of 40 ft
and length of 162 ft and maintaining the floats on east side of pier. At the BULKHEAD
BETWEEN PIER 3 AND THE WEST MARINE RAILWAY work will entail removing
approximately 110 ft of timber wharf (23 ft wide) that is in poor condition, reconstructing
205 ft of seawall, removing a barge moored to two piles and removing a pile field adjacent
to the West Marine Railway. Work at PIER 4 includes removing existing dilapidated piles,
installing new piles along at 10 ft O.C. and installing 10-foot wide boarding floats to a
length of 260 ft. Work at the WEST MARINE RAILWAY includes cutting back the existing

seawall and timber deck to accommodate the marine railway and reconstructing the
existing marine railway and cradle. Work at PIER FIVE entails cutting back the seawall
2.5 ft to accommodate the marine railway and repairing and maintaining the pier for
marine railway workspace.
