in compliance with the Massachusetts Environmental Policy Act (301 CMR 11.0) for the proposed XtraMart Gasoline Station /
Convenience Store and the Medway Garden Center Site. This development includes the construction of a 5,040 SF gasoline station /
convenience store with a 3,496 SF fueling canopy and 23,616 SF Medway Garden Center located on the carner of Milford Street
(Route 109) and Sumuner Strect {(Route 126) in Medway, Massachuseits. A Honey Dew doughnut shop with a drive-through window

will also he incorporated within the XtraMart.

There are three residential dwellings and an existing greenhouse presentty on the site, as well as, garages and sheds that serve as

accessories to the main buildings. The applieant proposes to demolish all of the existing buildings onsite and establish the
proposed commercial development. There are not wetlands, watcrcowrses, or bordering vegetated wetlands located on the property.
The design of the development was created according ro the Town of Medway Planning, Zoning, and Design standards.

The proposed development has becn designed to prevent negative environmental impacts. The best management practices proposed
have been designed to efficiently eollect, treat, store, and recycle stormwater. These practices when installed and maintained

properly will effectivety mitigate potential envirenmental impacts.
